Mark Robinson was Superintendent and Ranger in Algonquin Park between 1908 and 1941. He served as
an Army officer with the Canadian Militia during the First World War. Heresided in Barrie and Elmvale,
Ontario with hiswife and Children but spent many months each year in Algonquin Park.
