STANDARDS 

At the November meeting of this Committee, 
a number of changes were recommended, 
al I in the name of convenience and 
common sense, based on experience and 
discussion at the OCA Stand~rds Workshop 
last Spring . A goodly numoer of those 
changes are in wording and instructions 
to Directors whose camps are be ing 
visited. Exp lanatory notes include 
refe rence to Ministry of Health and 
Ministry of Transport regulations, wfth 
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both of whom we co-operate fully. 

An added note reads: "Camps unab I e to 
comply with a Mandatory Standard may 
be accredited if special circumstances 
prevai I. The necessary information 
should be included in the Visitor's 
Report. This wi I I be examined by 
the Standards Committee and recommen­
dations made accordingly." 

Another note: "Any Safety Standard 
that may be affected by changes in 
Government regulations or by specific 
OCA committees - e.g. Watercraft -
should be brought to the attention of 
the Standards Committee so that appro-
priate revisions can be made. It is 
suggested that any committees so 
involved peruse the existing standards 
and make recommendations to the Stan­
dards Committee if necessary". 

AND .... re: RULES OF THE ROAD 

How many directors check their D.O.T. 
regulations covering car and boat 
transportation loads during the summer? 
Considerable surprise was shown 
recently over certain legal boat loads, 
but more especially those concerning 
car and truck passengers. Did you 
know that it is i I legal to carry more 
passengers than there are seats in car 
or station wagon?
