A Nat i ona l Conference on Outdoor Education 
was held at t he Na tional Education Centre 
in 'i'l'ashingt on , D.C . , Oct. 27- 29 . Deleg­
ates who a ttended f rom all over North 
1unerica were r emi nded of the extraordinary 
chal l enge t hat confronts them in the field 
of outdoor edu cation and camping . The 
forc es of autom~ tion, transportation, pop­
ulation groHth, deple tion of resources and 
a new l ei sur e were again brought to the 
serious attention of the confere8e. Out­
standing pr eGenta tions were given by Hugh 
B. ]\,:!asters, 110u t door Educati on - ,\ need of 
the Times:'; by D. Willard Zahn. "Implic­
ations for ~duca tion" ; and by Thom.9.s L. 
Kimball , "Our Nntura l Heritage - Dream or 
Reality". Other topics discussed and 
report ed included , 11Skil ls for the Outdoors " 
"Family Ca mping" , . 11Fa rm Outdoor Educati on 
Centres" , ;'Teacher and Leadershi p Prepar­
ation" , "Si te and Facility Planning". 

I t is clear that the camping movement, in 
cooperation vith its education allies, 
must deliberately and vigorously rise to 
its responsibility for the education of 
chi ldren in, and for the out- of- doors .

The other day your editor attended a n 
Examiners' Clinic of tho Royal Life 
Saving Society---because I had to, I confess , 
if I am to continue to be an examinorl I 
was armed with t he large yellow (it maybe 
gold) new manual . I had s een the covers 
of the new manual last summer at camp, 
but what with strikes, the kitchen object­
ed to the weather , and the nec es s ity of 
working out pens ion contributi ons , I was 
too busy to go into new techniques of 
swimming . So thi s was my first r eal look­
see . 

It was a revelation . The whol e approa ch to 
teachi ng swimming has been change u . The 
teacher (and the pupil -if he i s old enough) 
is gi ven the laws of motion and tho princip­
l es of f l otat ion to begi n ·with . L~ other 
words the ' whys ' are expl ained in under­
standable terms . "Do you want to knoH why 
you can ' t float"? OR "Why a bent arm .i n t he 
crawl is more efficient than a str~i ght · 
one? " OR " hlhy your style of swirn1;1i ng Day be 
quite differ ent from John ' s or Joan ' s but 
equally efficient? " It's all th .::r e i n t he 
big yellow book, and it ought to siuplify 
the teacher's task . 

But the most i mportant aspect of the ~1hole 
training programme , to me at l east is • the 
fact that candidates are being trained for 
' s ervic e in a r eal emergency'. 'l'he candid­
ate's judgemen t i s of ma ;jor importance . 
He must fir s t concentrate on keepi ng hi msel f 
safe and ou t of harm ' s way; then he i s free 
to deal wi t h the situation whatever i t may 
be . He mus t ucc common sense , 'rh:i,. s i s 
the goal both i n t he teaching and i n the 
subsequent examina tion . 

Now this i s an exceedingly inter es t i ng at t ­
itude , ·and I believe goes far and a vro..y 
beyond the a ctua l t eachin_g of swi mming and 
lifesaving . To- day' s camper i s gi ven s o 
much on a pl a t t er --- I'm talking about his 
year- round li fe . He needs to be t aught how 
to think, and her e __ is a n . exc ellent op1;ort­
uni t y , ,ktually the camp wa ter fron t i s 
even better for t he purpose tha n a pool ,

because the environment presents more 
variety. Certainly it is important to 
know how to go about .s::cving a life; it is 
even more important to teach people how 
to use their reasoning powers in an emer­
gency. I believe that we are making a 
great contribution to the camper's growth 
each time he takes a course of Instruction 
in the Royal Life Saving Society's prog­
ramme. J\bre power to them, say I.

Dear Mis s Govan: 
We suggest 6 s teps:-

1. M:tke a list of who.t you want in the 
infirmary, i.e. nurnbcr of beds, isolation 
quarters, nurses quarter s , etc . 

2 . Choose a suitable s ite and photograph 
it along with any nearby buildings . This 
is for the .use of your architect/builder 
who may have to do the planning during the 
winter , at which time t he camp site may be 
ina ccessible . ·.· 

3. i~sk your Camp Nurse and/or Doctor what 
they suggest is wanted i n the infirmary . 

4. Talk with other Cc;tmp Directors who 
have good practical infirmaries, and get a 
list of the best fea tures in their build­
ings . A SUIT,,BLl THI:: ;,ND pr,,·lcE TO DO THIS

5. With all t he data you now have , talk 
wi th your architect or builder specifying 
what you require . How large you want the 
building, type of building (brick, wood­
frame , i nsulated, no t insulated , etc):

We have used bottled milk at camp for 
a number of years . With rising prices it 
has been suggested that we can cut costs 
by buying milk in bulk (8 gallon cans). 
What are the advantages and or disadvantages 
to both methods of buying.

Dear Mr . Labbett : 
The Health authorities suggest that the 

advantages of pre- packed milk are1 -

Sanitary:- Milk jugs do not always get 
cleaned as well as they should. 

Economical:-Less waste through spillage , 
or having to throw milk tha t 
has been 11on the table II away . 

Less possibility of souring . 
It is easier to use pre- packed 
milk in rotation than bulk milk. 
Staff are not always concerned to 
use the old stock first . 

Ease in handling . Bottles or 
cartons can be put straight 

· 11ori the ta blc 11 • .No messy 
"Dippers 11. 

The disadvantages in cost are :-

Bottle milk or carton milk will cost 
one or two cents per quart more than bulk 

-milk .
